Investigation of Awareness Regarding the Safe Use of Sharps and Waste
Management among Health Services Vocational School Students Taking an
Occupational Health and Safety Course

Tiirkce Ozet

Bu arastirmanin amaci, Saglik Hizmetleri Meslek Yiiksekokulu 6grencilerinin kesici-delici alet yaralanmalar: ve tibbi atik
yonetimi konusundaki farkindalik, bilgi ve tutum diizeylerini incelemektir. Tanimlayici-kesitsel tipte yiiriitiilen ¢alisma,
2024 yilinda bir iiniversitenin saglik programlarinda 6grenim géren 238 Ogrenci ile gerceklestirilmistir. Veriler, sosyo-
demografik form, Kesici-Delici Aletleri Giivenli Kullamm Tutum Olgegi ve Atik Yénetimi Bilinci Anketi ile toplanmugtir.
Istatistiksel analizlerde ki-kare (y2), Kruskal-Wallis, Dunn post-hoc ve korelasyon testleri kullanilmustir. Katilimeilarm
%38,2’s1 en az bir kez kesici-delici alet yaralanmasi yasamstir. Yaralanmalar ¢ogunlukla enjektor ignesi ve ampul kirilmasi
sirasinda meydana gelmistir. Atik yonetimi farkindalig: orta diizeyde bulunmus, 6zellikle Tibbi Laboratuvar dgrencilerinin
puanlart diger programlardan anlamli bigimde diigiik saptanmistir (p<<0,001). Sinif, barinma durumu ve yaralanma sikligi
da farkindalik puanlari iizerinde anlamli farklilik yaratmistir. Bulgular, 6grencilerin is sagligi ve giivenligi farkindaliginin
gelistirilmesi gerektigini gostermektedir. Ozellikle uygulamali egitimlerin ve raporlama siireglerinin giiglendirilmesi, giivenli
davranislarin artirilmas: agisindan 6nem tagimaktadir. Bu bulgular, 6grenci egitim programlarinda atik yonetimi ve giivenli
kullanim konularinda uygulamali modiillerin arttirilmasini gerektirmektedir.

Ingilizce Ozet

The aim of this study was to examine the awareness, knowledge, and attitudes of Vocational School of Health Services
students regarding sharp injuries and medical waste management. This descriptive cross-sectional study was conducted
in 2024 with 238 students enrolled in health programs at a university. Data was collected using a socio-demographic
form, the Attitude Scale for Safe Use of Sharp Instruments, and the Waste Management Awareness Questionnaire.
Statistical analyses included chi-square, Kruskal-Wallis, Dunn post-hoc, and correlation tests. A total of 38.2% of the
participants reported experiencing at least one sharp instrument injury, mostly during syringe handling and ampoule
breakage. Waste management awareness was found to be at a moderate level, with significantly lower scores among
Medical Laboratory students compared to other programs (p<0.001). Class level, housing status, and frequency of
injuries were also associated with significant differences in awareness scores. The findings highlight the necessity of
enhancing occupational health and safety awareness among students. Strengthening practical training and improving
reporting systems are essential for promoting safe behaviors. These findings necessitate the inclusion of more applied
modules on waste management and safe use in student training programs.
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
